New Shed Roof

The new shed roof has been put on hold temporarily until the hot weather abates.  Closer inspection has revealed that the shed is going to need more than just rolled roofing, it also needs repair.  Plans are to hold off till cooler weather when the work can be done more comfortably.
How to trim a plane
Articles have been written time and time again about how to trim a plane.  Some articles can go for months at a time in the periodicals if you’re trimming the latest and greatest Aerobat, but even your common everyday sport flyer can benefit from some of the hints below.
The chart below came from an archival issue of Scale RC Modeler, circa August 1983.  Clip it out and use it at the field to see if you can squeeze that little bit of extra performance from your trusty mount.

Most of the changes you see will be subtle in nature but when added together, they can turn that buzzard that you’re flying a swan.  Hint: Check the fore and aft balance and the lateral balance before you begin.
